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Suggested Process for the Internal Moderation Process





Inform the Birth to Five Service of your agreement trialling activity (via the BFS postcard given at cluster agreement trialling). Highlight the outcomes of the process and from discussion.





Record the findings of the agreement trialling activity, the profile points discussed and the evidence towards these. Discuss any issues that have come up in the light of this process.





Look at the evidence for the area(s) of learning chosen. Consider choosing particular profile points as a focus.


Look at and discuss the evidence for these points in light of the exemplification materials in the ‘Early Years Foundation Stage Profile Handbook’

EYFS practitioners, KS1 practitioners and members of SLT should ideally attend the agreement trialling process.





Arrange a time for practitioners to meet to carry out EYFSP internal moderation activities (Most likely- a staff meeting/twilight session). Agree on an area(s) of learning to be the focus of the agreement trialling-(This could be linked to the focus of county moderation/focus from the School Development Plan/Previous EYFSP data).
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
